As a photographer,
your math use will contribute to a
salary of between $42,000 and
$64,000 per year

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Medical

Both doctors and nurses will use math to
solve problems, such as the diagnosis of
patients and the medication and dosage
to prescribe. Nurses use ratios to
determine dosage amounts, with patients
of larger weights needing a higher dose.
Surgeons need to make minute
calculations when cutting into their
patients to prevent damage during
surgery. The salary for nursing ranges
from between $47,000 and $67,000,
while doctor salaries range from
$125,000 to over $250,000 annually.

Practical Math

There are many positions that use math on a practical basis
every day. Actuaries work for companies such as insurance
companies to calculate how likely it is that things will
happen based on statistics so that they can charge the

right insurance premiums. Similarly, a statistician also uses
statistics to improve products, and calculate how likely
things are to break. He may also work with surveys to
determine larger probabilities based on small samples of
guestions.

Engineers

Engineers need advanced math skills to be able to apply
mathematical solutions to the physical world. There are a
variety of different types of engineers, from aerospace
engineers to petroleum engineers. There are also nuclear
engineers, chemical engineers, civil engineers, computer

engineers, electrical engineers, industrial engineers,
materials engineers, mechanical engineers and many more.
Each one deals with physical materials and calculates how
they can best be used safely and predictably. This often
requires mathematical calculations to predict what will
happen and how to best control it.

Dear Parent/Gualrdian,

As your child enters 8" grade he/she will be expected to take and pass the OCCT (Oklahoma
Core Curriculum Test) state assessments in the spring. If he/she is in honors Algebra in the 8" grade
he/she will also be responsible for the Algebra EOI (end-of-instruction) test. We take these tests very
seriously at Central Middle School. We are asking for support in helping us prepare your child to be
successful on these assessments. We are including a list of subject area websites, so that you and your
child will have additional information at your disposal to use throughout the school year.

Students will take the OCCT/EOI tests in the spring of their 8" grade year. In order to receive
their driving permit, they are required to pass the 8" grade Reading Test. If they do not pass, you will be
required to pay for your child to retake the Reading Test, which usually occurs on Saturday. If they do not
pass the 8™ grade Math Test, they will be placed in a remedial math class in place of an elective in the 91"
grade. If they are in Algebra | honors in the 8" grade, they are required to take the Algebra | EOI and the
8t grade OCCT test. If they do not pass the EOI, they will have a remedial Algebra | class in the 9" grade
as their regular math class. They will not go on to Geometry in the 9" grade. They are also required to
take a History, Science, and Writing OCCT.

It is now mandatory that students pass 4 out of 7 EOI tests to graduate High School. Algebra |
is the first test they are required to pass (usually in the 9" grade), along with English Ill, to receive a High
School diploma. They will also need to pass 2 additional EOl's to graduate. They must obtain
satisfactory/proficient scores in Algebra I, English Il, and any two of the following five: Algebra Il, Biology |,
English Ill, Geometry, and United States History.
