Dear Parents, Everywhere you look, Lawton is experiencing unprecedented growth - and
it is straining the school district’s ability to teach your children effectively. Simply put,
our schools must improve transportation, add classrooms, and invest in newer technology
if it hopes to maintain the level of excellence it provides students. A citizens group
spent months analyzing the Lawton Public Schools’ needs. This group estimates that it
will take more than $120 million over the next 10 years to make LPS the type of educa-
tion institution your children deserve. The group devised the "Yes for K.I.D.S." plan,
which will raise money from two sources: 1) a one-half-cent sales tax collected through
the City of Lawton; and 2) the sale of $37.3 million in school bonds. The money will be
used to add classrooms, renovate facilities, improve security, equip schools with updated
technology and replace older, less reliable school buses. In the weeks ahead, we encour-
age you to become familiar with "Yes for K.I.D.S." Register to vote by Sept. 18th.
