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Mrs. Breaden's 4™ grade class has been studying about matter in science. They did
an experiment showing how matter can change from a liquid into a different kind of sub-
stance. They used glue, added a borax solution and made “silly putty.” They are also
weighing different fruits to get benchmark weights for customary and metric weight units.

Mrs. Payne’s 3rd and 4th graders are doing a week-long unit on pizza math. They
have done surveys where each student interviews each other to determine what their
favorite pizza toppings are. They also answered questions like-how many times per
month do you eat pizza? What is your favorite pizza restaurant? Then the class
graphed the results. This technique has been a review on how to read and create differ-
ent types of graphs for different data. The class also did pizza fractions using an actual
pizza. Mrs. Payne’s class learned that fractions never tasted so GOOD!

This week Mr. Castro’s class has been working on memorizing and identifying
states and their capitals. They used online learning games to help learn them. For Lan-
guage Arts and Reading, students have been working on the 4 square writing method.

It is an easy way for students to write. This week the topic was “Things In The

Fridge”. Students also learned how to write a works-cited/bibliography page using vari-
ous sources and discussed terms such as footnote, entry, and plagiarism. In Math, Mr.
Castro’s class has been working on Measurement. Specifically, they have been focusing
on money word problems, temperature, and time elapsed using our clock manipula-
tives. Beginning next week, the class will host a student-teacher from Cameron Univer-
sity. They are excited to have her in the class!

Students in Mrs. Montero’s class have been busy reviewing many skills in prepara-
tion for next week’s benchmark tests. In math, they have focused on fractions, measure-
ment, and division. In reading, their attention has been to help with comprehension:
main idea, sequence, and understanding facts and details. What a busy class!
