Entrance Guidelines: 
 

Pre-AP courses are open to any student wishing to enroll.  In order to assist with 
placement decisions, entrance guidelines have been developed to provide a student 
profile of students who typically experience success in Pre-AP courses. 

 
Student Profile: 

 Independent work ethic 

 Parental guidance and support 

 Well-developed study habits 
 Love of reading 

 Possess high level thinking skills 
 More complex and mature composition skills 

 Satisfactory skill levels on standardized tests 

 
Pre-AP courses may require a substantial amount of work outside of class for successful 
completion of the courses.  Students should carefully evaluate the time commitments 

and priorities of extracurricular and community activities as they consider the number of 
Pre-AP courses for their schedules.
